However, council  feels that this is  just the
start and it  will  eventually gain enough signatures, if  not in November, but possibly
as early as next year. Council  wants to be proactive and not get caught in a
doomsday situation; therefore, they have voted for an additional .5% income tax to
be placed on the ballot.  Should this pass, it  would eliminate all  existing levies
currently placed on your property taxes to fund municipal services, operations, and
infrastructure.

The swimming pool & kiddie pool have both been filled with water since mid-May.
However, both pools are still  losing significant water over night, have to be refilled
each morning. On a more positive note, new steps have been ordered that will  allow
easier access in and out of the pool.

This contractor
is excellent in working with the residents and keeping Village Administration
informed of any issues. We should see them moving to the downtown parking lot mid
to late June.

The Village of Arcanum Community Improvement Corporation (CIC) has been
negotiating a 77-acre tract of land southwest of the Village for an Industrial Park.
The paperwork has officially been processed and the land will  be marketed on the
Darke County website and local advertising signage will  be addressed at the CIC
meeting this month. This is  a huge progressive move for the Village of Arcanum.
